For the first part, a total of 2986 responses were received, out of which 1779
respondents agreed that the learning value (in terms of skills, concepts,
knowledge, analytical abilities, or broadening perspectives) are well addressed
in the syllabus. Only 70 respondents disagreed with this statement, and 540
respondents were neutral. 667 respondents strongly agreed with this
statement, while 36 respondents strongly disagreed.

For the second part, the same respondents were asked to rate the overall
syllabus on a five-point scale. A total of 2986 responses were received, out of
which 1779 respondents agreed that the depth of course content is good. Only
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70 respondents disagreed with this statement, and 540 respondents were
neutral. 667 respondents strongly agreed with this statement, while 36
respondents strongly disagreed.
